
Why do we make you do a journal? I am sure everyone is wondering this very thing: I am going to tell you….

 We make you write a journal to build skills you will need when you grow up. Everyone uses management skills in someway so this helps you to learn how to use skills such as organizing a plan, keeping records and managing a business. So, sorry, for those of you who think you are going to get out of this one, you are wrong! 

What do we want to see? 

· Weekly entries from when you get the birds until Fair. If you winter birds over I want to see a journal entry at minimum, one time each month from September until April (or when you get the new chicks.)

· The summary sheet needs to be filled out. This gives you the opportunity to see how much the project costs. This also shows you management skills. 

· Tell me what is going on with the flock. Have you lost any birds, what new birds did you get? Did you build new pens? How often are you cleaning the pen? Etc. 

· When did you wash the birds? How did it go? 

· Did you organize a meeting about poultry? Are you a mentor to a new member? What have you done to help them? 

· Did you go on a tour of a poultry business? 

· Have you gone to a swap meet? 

What do we NOT want to see? 

· Meeting notes only, you can keep this in your journal, but you must include the ideas from above in order to have it count as a journal. 

· Only one entry per month, I am asking that you at least journal every two weeks. You should at least be telling me that you are feeding and watering your birds. 
Remember: If you have questions…please don’t hesitate to ask, this is supposed to be a fun learning experience! You can always look at the example that I have.
