Many of you have joined in our 
Walking with Jesus campaign.  To 
date 373,456 steps have been 
recorded on our walk toward 
Jerusalem.  I am certain that 
many more have been taken, and 
we are over 25% of our goal! 

I know that it has been a fun 
challenge and an eye opening 
experience for my family.  I am 
amazed in the difference in my 
own walking pattern.  On my first 
day of measuring my steps, I was 
surprised to see that I walked 
7,000 steps, especially knowing a 
healthy walker averages 10,000 
steps a day.  The next day I 
doubled it walking over 14,000 
steps as I helped the youth set up 
and work their pancake dinner.  
With the start of Lent, I was on 
my feet and on the go.   
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3,000 steps is a far cry from being
