The General Mills company has a program called "Box Tops for Education". It is a coupon driven program where General Mills donates monies to schools who provide proof of purchases of their products. If you look at many of your food items, you might see the following coupon/label on the exterior packaging....
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   If the coupon image in this email is not shown to the left as an example, the program's web site is  .
For every one of these coupons, cut from the packaging, and given to a participating school's student, there is a ten cent ($0.10) donation from General Mills to the school or school district. As you can guess, this can add up to a significant amount of money for a school. It is a painless way for us to provide financial aid to the schools in our area.
